Who will be these Mowglis 
 
The Mowglis will be selected 
from the schools all over the 
state through a three-tier 
selection process. The first 
round will be intra-school 
essay competition. Winners of 

the competition, a girl and a boy students from junior 
section; and a girl and a boy from senior section will 
qualify for the second round, 
the inter-school Block-level 
written quiz, to be held at the 
respective Sankuls. The 
winners at the Block-level 
represent the Block in the 
District-level Quiz. Winners 
of the district-level quiz will 
be the Mowglis of the Utsav. 
Four students selected from 
each the 48 districts of the state, two girls and two 

boys, 172 in all, will be part of the 
three day festival celebrating 
harmony of man and nature. The 
Mowglis will be duly escorted by 
their mentors-the school 
teachers, one from each district. 



Reliving the Jungle Book 
 

The three-day event will 
have an array of jungle 
activities housed in 
Mowglis home. Treks and 
walks on the Nature trails 
and wildlife viewing will be 
introduction to Mowgli's 
friends. River safari and 

white water rafting will be hands on experience to the 
adventures of Mowgli and his gang. Games on Mowgli, 
Bagheera, Baloo and friends; and cultural evenings will 
bring the Jungle Book alive.
